1. Complete repertoire information (movement numbers, tempo markings, timings)

2. Student and teacher names, address, telephone number(s), e-mail address of student, parent, teacher

3. Valid credit card number and security code (American Express, Master Card, Visa)
Student Application Information

· Only one student per entry is allowed. 

· A student may submit only one entry.

· A student may enter the competition in only one state. 
· Competition financial obligations are the responsibility of the entrant. 

Submission Requirements
· The performance time must not exceed ten (10) minutes. 

· Only compositions for nine performers or less will be accepted. Electronic realizations of larger scale works are not allowed. 

· A composition that makes use of a copyrighted text must be accompanied by a written statement from the copyright holder giving permission to use the text. If the text is in the public domain, a statement signed by the student and teacher must accompany the entry. 

· 4 (four)  copies of a fully realized score, completely notated by the composer, are required (no recordings accepted). The manuscript must be in the composer’s handwriting or in the form of a computer printout produced by the composer. 

· Measures of the composition must be numbered, preferably at the beginning of each system. 

· All materials must be labeled with the name of the composition, the name of the student and the category (Elementary, Junior, Senior, Young Artist). The name of the teacher or any reference to school/institution must not appear on the score. 

· No change may be made to the manuscript once it has been submitted with the application. 

· Any composition that does not meet the submission requirements will be disqualified. 

· Compositions for prepared piano are not permitted at the request of competition hosts and piano companies providing instruments.

Teacher Requirements

· Current active membership dues for MTNA must be paid on or before August 31, 2009.  A teacher may enter students either (1) in the state where the student has permanent residence or (2) in the state where the instruction takes place (but not in both). MTNA members are not required to be members of the state in which the student is entered. 

· An MTNA collegiate member must pay active membership dues to enter students in the competitions.

· Nonmembers have the option of becoming a member of MTNA or paying a Teacher Entry Fee of $150. This fee will allow the teacher to enter one or more students into the various MTNA competitions, provided all other eligibility requirements are met. Nonmembers may enter students either (1) in the state where the student has permanent residence or (2) in the state where the instruction takes place. Nonmember fees must be paid on or before September 15, 2009.
