All-Chopin Program

To celebrate Chopin's 200 years anniversary, Mr. Halim will perform
an All-Chopin program.

Eduardus Halim is a man of unusual interest to lovers of the piano everywhere. Famed for the originality and
maturity of his interpretations, he is a living example of cultural interaction at its best. A man of Chinese stock who
was born in Indonesia and given a Muslim name, he learned Javanese dancing as well as the violin and the piano in
his early years. He was polished as an artist in New York, where he became a U.S. citizen. He now performs widely
a large repertoire drawn mostly from the great realm of European masterpieces.

Eduardus Halim's distinctive approach to the piano is matched by a charismatic personality. He has captured the
attention of the media and been profiled by The New York Times (Arts & Leisure), The New York Times Magazine,
Vogue, Vanity Fair, Piano Quarterly and Clavier.

He was a disciple of Vladimir Horowitz to whom he was recommended by Harold C. Schonberg and David Dubal.
He started his international concert career with a 1988 after winning the Young Concert Artists International
Auditions. Since his debut, Mr. Halim has met success appearing with such orchestra as the Baltimore Symphony,
Chicago Symphony, Cleveland Orchestra, the Malaysian Philharmonic, Philadelphia Orchestra, and among others.
Recital engagements have carried Mr. Halim to audiences around the world. In 1997 he made a triumphant recital
debut at Wigmore Hall in London, earning an invitation from the BBC to return in 1998 for a broadcast from the hall.

Mr. Halim's recordings include "Presenting Eduardus Halim: A Program of Piano Transcriptions," on the Arabesque
label and two discs on the Reservoir Studio Productions label, one featuring the works of Granados and the other
devoted to the works of Chopin. Of this recording, Stephen Wigler of Amazon.com wrote, "Anyone who misses
Vladimir Horowitz would be wise to investigate this all-Chopin recital by Eduardus Halim, the last of the master's
students. He is a born Chopinist... Rather than call him his master's disciple, it would be better to call him his
successor.” This disc also was named one of the top classical instrumental CDs by Amazon.com/newCDnews.com.

Mr. Halim is currently a member of the Artist Faculty at New York University, in the Steinhardt School's Department
of Music and Performing Arts.
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Pianist Julian Martin first came to international attention as winner of the Montevideo International Competition in
1975. He also received major prizes in the Casadeus/Ravel (now Cleveland Int'l), Kapell and Bachauer
competitions.In 1982 he was awarded the Jury’s Collaborative Prize at The Tchaikovsky International Competition
in Moscow. Subsequent tours of South America, Europe and Asia brought tremendous critical success in the
international press.

He has served as juror for many major competitions including the Montreal, lowa International (Sioux City),
American Pianists’ Foundation (Indianapolis), AMSA (Cincinnati), Virtuosi Of The Year 2000 in St. Petersburg, and
Jaen (Spain) as well as national competitions in Colombia, Canada and Korea. He was a member of the original
selection committee for the Gilmore Foundation in Kalamazoo.

Martin is founder and Artistic Director of the Gijén International Piano Festival (Asturias, Spain), now in its eleventh
year. Since 1999 he has been faculty member of the Bowdoin International Music Festival, and Guest Faculty
member of the Glenn Gould Professional School (Toronto) and the Conservatoire Tibor Varga (Switzerland), and the
Banff Centre (Canada). He has presented master classes in Great Britain, Canada, Colombia, Germany, Korea,
Switzerland, Taiwan, Venezuela and Israel.

A native of Alabama, Martin’s first teachers were Beverly Bourne Gibbons (later affiliated with Emory University)
and Vernon Raines (conductor, Meridian Symphony Orchestra). His professional studies continued at Peabody
Conservatory under the guidance of Leon Fleisher, with additional studies in Italy and France with Guido Agosti and
Nadia Boulanger, respectively. His recordings with violinist Berl Senofsky can be heard on the Cembal d’Amour
label, and with flutist Robert Willoughby on the Gaspar and Historic Recordings series of the National Flute Society.

Martin has taught at Oberlin Conservatory (1982-87), Peabody Institute of the Johns Hopkins University (1987-
2003), and has been a member of the piano faculty of The Juilliard School since 1999.
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Dr. Marlais will discuss the art of practicing using pieces from
Succeeding with the Masters® and The Festival Collection®. She will
discuss how to motivate students towards self-directed and intelligent
practicing and how to teach students to play repertoire pieces musically
and with excellent technique.

Helen Marlais is one of the most prolific authors in the field of educational piano books. Her critically acclaimed and
award-winning piano series, Succeeding at the Piano™ (A Method for Everyone), Succeeding with the Masters®,
The Festival Collection®, In Recital®, Sight Reading and Rhythm Every Day®, Write, Play, and Hear Your Theory
Every Day®, and The FJH Contemporary Keyboard Editions, among others, are exclusively published by The FIJH
Music Company, Inc. All of these series are part of The FJH Pianist's Curriculum by Helen Marlais, and are
designed to guide students from the very beginning levels of piano study to the advancing levels.

As well as being the Director of Keyboard Publications for The FJH Music Company, she is also an Associate
Professor of Music at Grand Valley State University in Grand Rapids, Michigan, where she teaches piano majors,
directs the piano pedagogy program, and coordinates all of the group piano programs, which includes the young
beginner piano program.

Dr. Marlais has performed with members of the Chicago, Pittsburgh, Minnesota, Grand Rapids, Des Moines, Cedar
Rapids, and Beijing National Symphony Orchestras. She gives master classes and workshops throughout the
country, abroad, and at the national music teachers’ conventions. She received her DM in piano performance and
pedagogy from Northwestern University and her MFA in piano performance from Carnegie Mellon University.

Pianist Daniel Epstein made his debut with the Philadelphia Orchestra under the baton of Eugene Ormandy. He
has performed with many of America’s major orchestras, including San Francisco Symphony, Dallas and Houston
Symphonies, Detroit Symphony, and Rochester Philharmonic. He has performed recitals in Carnegie Hall, Lincoln
Center, and in major venues throughout the world.

As pianist and founding member of the famed Raphael Trio, for the past 33 years he has performed virtually the
entire piano trio repertoire. The Trio appears regularly in New York, London, Vienna, Paris, Frankfurt, Amsterdam,
as well as numerous other musical centers throughout the U.S. and Europe. He has collaborated with many
renowned string quartets, including the Ying, American, and Talich, and has played with members of the Juilliard
and Guarneri quartets as well as many other distinguished chamber musicians and soloists.

He is co-founder and director of two music festivals and a chamber music workshop, and has been a member of the
piano faculties of Manhattan School of Music since 2001 and Mason Gross School of the Arts at Rutgers University
since 2007.

Judith Nicosia is Associate Professor in the Mason Gross School of the Arts at Rutgers University, where she
teaches voice, musicianship, and vocal literature classes. Prof. Nicosia has been an invited clinician at local,
regional, and national levels for the National Association of Teachers of Singing and the American Choral Directors
Association, and has served as a choral and solo adjudicator for numerous festivals in Canada and the U.S.

She enjoys giving master classes and clinics for both students and teachers throughout the Eastern U.S., and is
particularly active in this regard in New Jersey. Formerly a member of the Editorial Board of the Journal of Singing,
she is now President of the New Jersey Chapter of ACDA.

Irina Nenartovich graduated from the Music School For Gifted Children
in Saint-Petersburg, Russia, where she studied piano, theory, and
composition. Her teachers were Sergei Volfenson and Maria Mekler.
Ms. Nenartovich earned her Masters degree at the Saint-Petersburg
Conservatory, an institution that had produced such legendary alumni
as Peter Tchaikovsky, Sergei Prokofiev, and Dmitri Shostakovich. She
studied composition with the illustrious Russian composers Sergei
Slonimsky and Gennadi Banschikov, piano with Ella Elinson, and theory
with Josef Kon.

She composes instrumental and vocal music. Her music ‘possess sincerity, emotional breadth, harmonic and metric
language of extraordinary intellectual power, and a captivating beauty of rich and infinitely tender melodies. The
compositions were performed in USA, Israel, Austria, and Russia.

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We are pleased to announce this year's Conference
Intermediate  Master Class to take place on Saturday
November 20 at 9:45 am at Voorhees Chapel of Rutgers
University. Helen Marlais, a well-known composer, soloist,
accompanist, chamber musician, and one of the most prolific
authors in the field of educational piano books, will coach four
intermediate level piano students. Grace Chang is chairing
this event.

The following guidelines have been established for teachers
and students:

1. Teachers may submit a maximum of 2 students to play in
the Master Class. Students will not be allowed to play two
years in a row in the master class (students who had played in
the intermediate master class of 2009 are not allowed to enter
the intermediate master class of 2010)

2. Teachers need to list only 1 piece for each student and
along with the following information:

a) Title of the piece and the composer

b) Student’'s name

c) Student’s age

d) Student’s length of study

e) Teacher's name, phone number and/or

email address

3. Teachers select pieces from the standard
intermediate  piano  repertoire  such  as Baroque
minuets/dances, Bach Inventions, Sonatinas by Clementi,
Sonatas Op. 49 by Bethoveen or early Haydn Sonatas,
Chopin’s easier Waltzes, easier Songs without words by
Mendelssohn, Schumann or Tchaikovsky Albums for the
young, Kabalevsky Children Pieces,.....etc. There are no
required or set pieces to prepare. No piece should exceed 7
minutes in length. Pieces should be memorized and well
prepared.

4. The deadline for submitting is October 30, 2010 . Please

Grace Chang will then compile a list of ONLY the age of the
student and the repertoire, and present the list to Dr. Helen
Marlais. Dr. Helen Marlais will make the final selection of 4
students to perform and 2 students as alternates with no
knowledge of the names of students and teachers . The
names of students who have been selected by Dr. Helen
Marlais will be posted on NJMTA’s website at www.njmta.com,
and the teachers of those students will also be notified via
email or phone. Students are not allowed to change the
selection of pieces they are going to play in the master class.
