Douglass Campus Map, Driving Directions, and Parking

Special Event Parking: (ONLY for visitors to the University )

Park at Lots 74A, 79A, 79 and Douglass Parking Deck (located next to lot 70)

Handicap parking: 
There are handicap parking spaces in the parking lots and the Douglass Parking deck

Places to Eat: Douglass Cafe at Douglass Campus Center (Intersection between Chapel Dr. and George St.) or
restaurants on George St. towards town. (NOTE: Chapel Drive turns into Nichol Ave as it intersects George Street) 



 
Direction to Douglass Campus, Rutgers University

From New Jersey Turnpike (North or South) 
Proceed on Route 18 North and bear right to access the local lanes. Take the “Commercial Avenue” exit
to the left. At the light, make a left onto Commercial Avenue. 
At the second light, make a left onto George Street. 
At the next light, Nichol Avenue,( which is also Chapel Drive) make a left to proceed to Voorhees Chapel
or make a right to proceed to parking deck. Make first left onto Lipman Drive, parking deck will be on left. 

From Route 1 (North or South) 
Take Rt 18 North exit and proceed as directed above. 

From Route 287 (North or South) 
Turn off at Exit 9 "River Road, Bound Brook, Highland Park. " 
Proceed East on River Road toward Highland Park (South bound_bare right onto River Road);
Northbound_make a left at light, onto River Road) 
Make a right onto Route 18 South. 
Follow signs for the New Brunswick exits, and make a right at the Commercial Avenue exit. Proceed to
the second light, and make a left onto George Street. At the next light, Nichol Avenue (which is also
Chapel Drive) make a left to proceed to Voorhees Chapel  or make a right to proceed to parking deck.
Make first left onto Lipman Drive, parking deck will be on left. 

Via Public Transit: Trains/Bus 
New Jersey Transit's Northeast Corridor Line provides New Brunswick with both local and express
service between Penn Station in New York and Newark and Trenton, New Jersey. (1-973-275-5555). 
SEPTA (Southeastern Pennsylvania Transportation Authority) provides service at Trenton to and from
Philadelphia. (215/580-7800). 
Amtrak provides limited direct service to New Brunswick, however connections can easily be made via
New Jersey Transit trains to principal Amtrak stations at MetroPark, New York and Trenton.
